1. How do I get to the Skyward Family Access, Accelerated Reader, and 
Nippersink District 2 Library websites? 

 
These links can be found under the ñTechnology Resourcesò tab on the top navigation bar as 
shown below.  Point at the ñTechnology Resourcesò button with you mouse, and the three 
categories will be displayed.  Pointing at the ñParentsò category will reveal the links to the 
websites.
